Department of Development Assistant Director Kevin Wheeler: Suc-
cess is an updated code and map that provides a zoning framework
in these mixed-use target areas that allows development to occur
by right, but also reflects community values. We need to get away
from every project needing variances (the majority are actually not
controversial); and we need to think beyond what we want/need now
because we must plan for growth.

Building & Zoning Services Director Messer: Success means the code
is more equitable, it reduces barriers, and is simplified/streamlined.
We also hope this can help ease the symptoms of the housing crisis
by finding a way to responsibly build and increase density because
we know we need more housing.
